CHEMICALS

The test strips measure CHLORINE/BROMINE, PH and ALKALINITY. Follow the directions on back of bottle for best results. 

CHLORINE: Chlorine level should read between 1 and 3 parts per million. (This is a maintenance level, not a killing level). 

Salt Water Chlorination System.  If  the Chlorine is Low set the output percentage higher.  The percentage indicates the amount of time the unit produces chlorine in a 24 hour period.  50% would be 12 hours in a 24 hour period.  These units are capable of producing enough chlorine for a 40,000 gallon pool and experience tells us a setting of about 30% is an average starting point.   Water Temp can play a role in this setting.  The warmer the water the salt water chlorination system will produce more chlorine.  Spring and Fall may require a higher setting than Mid Summer.

Automatic Chlorinator.  If chlorine is low, turn up automatic chlorinator if pool is equipped with one. It will take a while for chlorine level to rise, as tablets are slow dissolving.  Broadcasting granular chlorine will raise the level quicker because it dissolves faster. Maintenance dosage is ¼ to ½ oz per 1,000 gal. (Watch wind direction when broadcasting granular chlorine). If chlorine level is too high, shut off Chlorinator until desired level is reached. Reopen Chlorinator valve to maintain proper level. It is not necessary to shut off pump to fill Chlorinator—just turn the valve setting to zero, remove lid, (use caution when doing so) and put tablets in. Replace cover and turn valve to desired setting. 

PH:  (*VERY IMPORTANT!) PH level should be maintained between 7.2 and 7.6. When PH is above 7.8, scaling occurs.  To correct this, add Muratic Acid directly in front of return line. Do not add more then one (1) quart at a time! As PH level drops, reduce dosage and re-test periodically to prevent level from dropping below 7.2. Adding acid as instructed allows for immediate use of pool.

Use extreme caution when using Muratic Acid, after use, replace cover, and dip bottle into pool to wash off any spillage.

When PH is low, pool water is highly corrosive and cause damage to plumbing and pump and can destroy the copper in the heater if one is present. To correct this, add PH UP as needed following Label Instructions carefully and test water periodically until PH is at the proper level.  Note: it may take quite a lot of PH increaser to raise the ph level.
ALKALINITY: Total alkalinity is the combined and un-combined alkaline material in the pool water. This is directly related to the maintenance of the PH level. Muratic Acid is used to lower the Alkalinity level, but note, it will also lower the PH at the same time.  If PH is OK, add small amounts of Acid and test your PH frequently in order to prevent lowering below the 7.2 minimum levels.

If Alkalinity is too low, add Alkalinity Increaser according to the instructions on the container.  Alkalinity tends to drive the ph levels in the water.  

NOTE: a low Alkalinity level tends to drive the ph levels  down in the water.  A low alkalinity level will tend to lower the ph.

Open /Close Pool

At opening and closing the pool it is important to boost the chlorine level and remove phosphates, algae’s food source, from the water.  Chlorine kills algae and a phosphate remover removes the algae’s food source.  It is recommended to add 5lbs of Granular Chlorine and one HASSLE FREE Start up Shut down Kit.

Maintenance  of the Pool Water

Every two (2) weeks, it is recommended you SHOCK your pool! To do this, follow the procedure below.

In Salt Water Pool Systems use the Super Chlorinate Function of the Chlorination system.  This will effectively shock the pool water.  This will chlorinate the pool water for 24 hours.  The system will automatically return to the preset level after super chlorinate function has finished.  In the Aqua Rite system even if the switch is in super chlorinate it will only go for 24 hours.  To reset the timer just return the switch to off and back to super chlorinate.  

In the Aqua Logic to turn On/Off the Super Chlorinate Function press the Menu Button until Settings is displayed. Right Arrow to Super Chlorinate and Press the + Button to Start.  This setting will only appear if “chlorinator” is enabled.  The Aqua Logic will turn on the filter pump and set the chlorine generator to maximum output. The super chlorinate function will continue for the programmed number of hours overriding the normal filter pump time clock settings. At the end of the super chlorinate period, the pool will return to normal operation. If you manually turn off the filter pump (using the “Filter” button on any display/keypad), the super chlorinate function terminates. When you turn the filter pump back on, super chlorinate will resume for the balance of the programmed number of hours. 
NOTE: Monthly, add the Salt Water Magic Monthly Maintenance Kit which replenishes minerals and stabilizer (cyanuric acid) levels
1. In Automatic Chlorinator Systems broadcast one pound of QUICK CLEAR, a non-Chlorine shock, or MULTI SHOCK , which contains Chlorine along with a FLOCULANT and CLARIFIER, per ten thousand (10,000) gallons of water to rid pool of organic waste.

a. Add three ounces of Premium 60 Algaecide per Ten Thousand (10,000) Gallons of water.
b. Add one (1) ounce of Clarifier per Five Thousand (5,000) Gallons of water.
c. Add 6 oz Phosphate Remover per 8,000 Gallons of Water.

SALT LEVELS

Salt Water Chlorination systems Only:  

The operation requires a low concentration of salt (sodium chloride) in the pool water.

These levels are low enough that it normally will not be tasted. The Aqua Rite /Aqua Logic automatically sanitizes your pool by converting the salt into free chlorine which kills bacteria and algae in the pool. Chlorine will revert back to sodium chloride after killing bacteria. These reactions will continuously recycle virtually eliminating the need to add sanitizing chemicals to your pool. The only time you may need to add more salt

to the pool is when water is replenished due to backwashing, draining, or splashing

(not evaporation).  The Aqua Rite /Aqua Logic is designed to handle the purification needs of most residential swimming pools up to 40,000 gallons (150,000 liters), or the needs of most commercial pools up to 25,000 gallons (95,000 liters). The actual amount of chlorination required to properly sanitize a pool varies due to bather load, rainfall, temperature, and the pool's cleanliness.

Salt level should be maintained between 2600 and 3400 PPM.  This level is displayed in the display window of the unit.   

Type of Salt to Use It is important to use only sodium chloride (NaCl) salt that is greater than 99% pure.  This is common food quality or water softener salt and is usually available in 40-80 lb. bags labeled "Coarse Solar Salt". It is also acceptable to use water conditioning salt pellets, however, it will take longer for them to dissolve. Do not use rock salt, salt with yellow prussiate of soda, salt with anti-caking additives, or iodized salt. 

How to Add or Remove Salt  Turn the circulating pump on and add salt directly into the pool. Brush the salt around to speed up the dissolving process--do not allow salt to pile up on the bottom of the pool. Run the filter pump for 24 hours with the suction coming from the main drain (use pool vac if there is no main drain) to allow the salt to evenly disperse throughout the pool. The salt display may take 24 hours to respond to the change in salt concentration. The only way to lower the salt concentration is to partially drain the pool and refill with fresh water. Always check stabilizer (cyanuric acid), when checking salt. These levels will most likely decline together.
